The Northborough Cultural Council works to enrich the cultural life of our town, with the belief
that participation in the arts contribute to our community’s quality of life. Through support from
the Massachusetts Cultural Council, NCC awards grants and encourages the development of
programs that enrich the arts, humanities and sciences in Northborough.

This year NCC funded 19 grants, totaling $6,187, for varied projects from music concerts, to
Chinese brush painting classes, to hip-hop dance and slapstick science.

If you're an artist, performer or organizer of cultural public events based in Northborough or the
vicinity, your work contributes to our community’s well-being and the NCC recognizes the
importance of what you do.

If you're a member of our town’s community, NCC is working towards bringing you a wide
variety of opportunities to access, whether in the classroom, at the library, the senior center, and
even outdoors in town center or at the park.

As the Covid pandemic kept people around the world isolated for nearly two years, the result of
being alone manifested itself in many ways including depression, loneliness and a host of other
side effects. The arts are part of the picture that seeks to heal, bring us all together, build
community and rejoice in the resilience of the human spirit as we help each other move forward.

Each year, individuals and groups apply to local councils for grants to assist in sharing their
talents and skills with people throughout the state. The MCC also works to make sure the arts
are available and accessible to everyone, especially the underserved populations. The
Northborough Cultural Council is proud to announce this year's recipients:
